Bear Paws Block Instructions

Cutting Instructions:
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4 – 2 ¾” x 5
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” rectangles of tan fabric

4 – 2
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” squares of tan fabric

8 – 2 ½” squares of tan fabric


1 –2 ¾” square of red fabric


2 – 3 ¾” squares of blue fabric


4 – 2 ½” squares of blue fabric


2 – 3 ¾” squares of green fabric


4 – 2 ½” squares of green fabric
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Sewing Instructions:
1) Make 16 Half Square Triangle Blocks with the eight 2
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” squares of tan fabric and the four 2
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” squares of blue fabric and the four 2
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” squares of green fabric.  
2) Sew each of the four bear paw units together as shown in Figure A.  You will have two blue units and two green units each measuring 5
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” square.

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Sew the block together as shown in Figure B.  The block should measure 12 ½”.
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
