Tennessee Block Instructions
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Cutting Instructions:


3 – 4 ½” squares of red fabric


3 – 4
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” squares of red fabric


3 – 4
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” squares of tan fabric

Sewing Instructions:

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  Triangle

 

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the tan 4
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” squares.  Place one of the tan 4
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” squares and one of the red 4
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” squares right sides together and sew ¼” along either side of the line as shown in Figure A.  Repeat with the two other pairs of red and tan 4
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” squares.  Cut along the line. There are now 6 tan and red 4 ½” half square triangles.
2) Being careful of the direction of the half square triangles,                             sew the block together as shown in Figure B.
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
